Discussion Questions

Read Genesis 1:26—31. What do these verses reveal about
God’s original purpose for humanity? How does this shape
how we think about our value and calling in creation? Did
God wait to see if they obeyed before he blessed them?
What does that say about grace?

Read Genesis 3:1-13. How are the serpent’s lies still
circulating in our world today? What happens when sin
enters the story? How does God’s response reveal both
justice and mercy?

Read Genesis 6:5—-8. How does this describe the depth of
human sin before the flood? What stands out to you about
the phrase, “But Noah found favor in the eyes of the Lord”?
In what ways does the ark show both judgment and
salvation?

Read Genesis 8:20-22. God promises never again to destroy
the world, what is strange about the reason why? What does
this reveal about the nature of God’s covenant love? How
does this challenge our tendency to think God’s patience
depends on our performance?

Read Genesis 9:20-21. What happens to Noah after the
flood? How does his failure echo Adam’s? Why is it
significant that even the “righteous one” falls?

Read Genesis 9:8-17. What does this covenant tell us about
the kind of relationship God wants with His people? How
should God'’s restraint lead us to humility rather than pride?
